Reviewed Notes from CKNW Retreat sent out via Google Groups email list.
-Goal: In 3 years become self-sustaining, financially
-Submitted 3 grants to continue to fund level/tier 1 CKs
-Tier System: 1 (Sustained on grants) 2 (Run own Kitchen, link to CKNW for support) 3 (Distant CKs-unclear as of now)
- Want to move CKs towards sustainability (i.e. Tier 1 to Tier 2) – sliding scale payment might be a way to do so.
-Continue to work towards common vision for CKNW; Becca Fong hired by Tilth to assist in this activity
Questions/Concerns:
-Leaders would like clarity on decision-making processes for CKNW, work towards further transparency/updates on CK activities.  Solution: Will send out monthly updates.

Need: Leaders would like to know what resources for CKs are available through Tilth.
Tilth Opportunities include:
-Volunteer Opportunities Available – send CK needs to Leika
-Will continue to consider best way volunteers can aid CK leaders.  Expressed need for more active/long-term volunteers
-Operation Sack Lunch (OSL) to provide CKs with food staples.  Will be pick up in South End on Wednesdays.  Leika to organize.  Consider moving to a North End and South End Pick-up site in the future.

Other Notes/Topics discussed:

-Updated on RaVE (Rainier Valley Eats!) model CKs in South End (Coordinated by Leika): Grow, Share, Eat model.  Diana Vinh sending out weekly updates to the city mayor to work towards obtaining city support for RaVE programs including CKs.  Encouraged CK leaders to do the same.  
-Good Food Box program to be piloted with Seattle Tilth based on Toronto Model.
-Best places for CKs have tended to be in schools, childcare centers, or affiliated with other established organizations.  Community centers struggling.
-CKNW Fundraiser postponed.  
-RaVE evaluation tools on Seattle Tilth website if CK leaders would like to use.  
-Jessie to start compiling CK Tool Kit; send materials you want to be included her way.
-There is both a CKNW website and a page for CKNW on the Seattle Tilth website.  
-Will have quarterly CK Coalition/Leader meetings/ decided to extend time to 2 hours.  Leika to send out dates/times.  
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
